POLICE TRAINING CENTRE
- ESTABLISHMENT

The Police Training Centre in
Legionowo (PTC) was set up by
order No 85 of the Minister of
the Internal Affairs of 27 Octo-
ber 1990.

Dog Handlers and Dog Training
School in Sutkowice was incor-
porated into the Police Training
Centre in 1992, whereas the
Central Vocational Training
Centre for the Water Police in
Kal, near Wegorzewo in 1997.
Since the PTC was established,

it has significantly changed.
Structure, curricula and training
methodology have been modi-
fied. Learning facilities have
been modernised and extended.
However, main task of the PTC
remains the same - it is conduc-
ting basic training and in-servi-
ce training of police officers and
employees of the police. On 17
June 1995, the Centre adopted
the flag, funded by the commu-
nity of Legionowo.

The Centre is managed by
the Commandant. In order to
complete statutory tasks, the
structure of the Centre divi-
des into managing units, re-
porting directly to the Com-

mandant, educational units,
reporting to the Deputy
Commandant for Education
and logistic units, reporting
to the Deputy Commandant
for Logistics.

LEARNING FACILITIES

Learning facilities of the PTC
include, among others, a poli-
ce interventions hall, a spor-
ting hall, a swimming pool,
special labs, role play buildin-
gs and a shooting range.
Legionowo is also a location
of the Police Command Cen-
tre, the aim of which is to en-
sure central safety manage-
ment system and information
exchange during national po-
lice operations.

The Central Police Library is
an important element that
significantly improves effec-
tiveness of training. Library
stocks mainly include litera-
ture on safety and public or-
der protection, organisation
and actions of the police in
Poland and abroad, forensic
science, criminology, law, fo-

rensics, social, economic and
political sciences.
Multiplicity and diversity of
specialist courses entrusted
to the PTC by the Comman-
der-in-Chief of the Police
require modern teaching
aids — adequate to the equip-
ment used by policemen on
duty.

Such aids include: a robot for
pyrotechnic operations and re-
connaissance, a pyrotechnic
launcher, mobile terminals,
a demonstration of two-circuit
brake and steering system,
REX pistols, handheld speed
guns (including laser guns
with and without a camera)
mobile speed cameras, tacho-
meters, police motorcycles,
motorboats and Emergency
Vehicle for Traffic Police.

Central
in-service
training

Central in-service training is con-
ducted in the form of specialist
courses and other activities. It
aims at acquiring, updating, de-
veloping and expanding know-
ledge and skills required to con-
duct duties and tasks by police
officers. It also gives opportunity
to grant additional instructor en-
dorsements.

The PTC as the only police
school in Poland, conducts in-
-service training in: bomb dispo-
sal and pyrotechnic actions, wa-
ter police, examination of traffic
and construction disaster sites,
riding road motorcycles and

cars, dog training and surveil-
lance. Not only police officers
and employees participate in
the mentioned courses. They
are also conducted for repre-
sentatives of other uniformed
services e.g. the Internal Securi-
ty Agency, the Foreign Intelli-
gence Agency, the State Fire
Service, the State Protection
Service and soldiers from units
of Polish Army.

80 kinds of specialist courses
were entrusted to the Police
Training Centre (37 of them are
provided only by the PTC). Some
of the courses are listed below.

In-service training in prevention

» in counteracting domestic vio-
lence,

» for policemen-spotters,

» inactions for minors and coun-
